— Too many hits — omit best hits (if unknown)
— Too few hits — count as misses

— Force parallel to barrel to release shot

e Trigger Stop
— Swing-out is permitted
— Disciplines without trigger stop can be shot using swing-out
— Temporary items (tape) may be considered trigger stops
e Grips
— Combat - finger indentations — no thumb-rest
— Sport — orthopedic grips with thumb and/or palm rests
e Targets
— Only approved targets for competitions
— Marked with number or name
— Material may not tear holes larger than caliber
— Test targets must be explicitly marked
— Targets resembling humans are strictly prohibited
